OBJECTIVES

policies to address environmental degradation and pursue social equity. The 14th JT
FAERE 2024 will focus on heterogeneities, climate change and sustainability. The diversity of
social values, technological trajectories, financial markets, income and en-vironmental
inequalities results in heterogeneous responses to environmental damages at individual,
sectoral and aggregate levels.
